Distance Education Definitions
Moodle- Course management system used by Kaiser Permanente School of Allied Health Sciences for their e-learning and hybrid courses. There are many course management software versions on the market today.
Microsoft Word- is a word processor designed by Microsoft. Files created with this program end in                      .doc  or .docx

Unless otherwise specified, all completed work must be submitted in the Microsoft Word format.

Portable Document Format (PDF) is a file format created by Adobe Systems for document exchange. This software allows for a standardized format of two dimensional documents independent of the application software used to create it. Files created with this program end in            .pdf

Once a proprietary software format, it is now open standard and many of your course documents will be uploaded in this format.

A vodcast is a video podcast. 

Podcasting is an audio or video show that is available online for free. There are many podcasting hosts that can make your podcast available on iTunes and other music hosts. There will be a link each week which allows you to download the weekly lectures onto your mobile devices such as an ipod, iphone, or itouch units.
An MPEG or Mp3 is the standard used for digitally transmitting music over the Internet. MP3 files are played on the computer via media player software, such as Apple's iTunes and Microsoft's Windows Media Player, as well as in countless iPods and other handheld players. I will also try and upload this type of format for those of you wanting to use your Kindles for playback of the weekly learning module-at least that is a goal of mine for this semester.
JPEG- JPEG compression is used in a number of image file formats. JPEG is the most common image format used by digital cameras and other photographic image capture devices. Most of the images we will see in this course are JPEGs.

Windows Media Video (WMV)- A family of digital video compression technologies from Microsoft based on MPEG-4. This is typically how I will upload my lectures or learning modules.
AVI (Audio Video Information): format which allows for audiovisual presentations, which integrate streaming audio and video with images text, or any other media type.
Waveform Audio Format or (WAV) files; normally used in an uncompressed format on the Microsoft Windows platform. This raw audio format stores audio data in blocks. I will typically use this to stream my announcements from time to time, when I am not showing any visual aids.
File Transfer Protocol (FTP): provides the ability to transfer files to and from remote computer systems on the Internet. These are typically used for larger file transfers, or for a place that companies/people can store their files remotely.
Blog or Web Log: A form of online journaling that often offers reflections and commentary on news or a particular subject. Blogs may be personal in nature and take the form on an online journal or diary.
